The Senior House team is still in 

the hunt for a place in the final but our domi-

nant victory over Latham was marred by a 

terrible injury to Kieran Fenton. We wish 

Kieran all the best as he recovers at home 

over the Christmas period. 

Not to be outshone by the footballers, the 

basketball boys have also taken their oppor-

tunities this term. American import, Jones 

Tidy , dominated the Junior Basketball com-

petition and Peter Sun , who joined the 

Lower Sixth , scored twenty points against 

Orchard in the final of the Senior competi-

tion, making it a BB Double for The Cross!  

Head of House, Adrian Roseanu , and his 

team of prefects have done a magnificent 

job of setting the right tone for the house 

this term. Leading from the front, Adrian, as 

well as Jamie Muirhead , has returned re-

cently from interviews at Cambridge. We 

hope that they receive good news over the 

festive period.
