The National Youth Wind Orchestra

 had heard of the National youth orchestra; however the first time I came to hear of the National youth wind orchestra 

was through the music department at school. I have always wanted to be part of a large orchestra since I first picked 

up my flute in year 4 and saw this as an opportunity at entering a larger orchestra.  

The difference between the national youth orchestra and the national youth wind orchestra is that there are no violins, 

instead we use clarinets. It is not however a concert band as is the common misconception. The Orchestra is an impressive 

ensemble of young musicians roughly between the ages of 15 to 20, who are all at or above the standard of Grade 8 in 

their instrument.  

There are two courses during the year, during which the entire orchestra meet up and practice for a course of 9 days. The 

course is demanding and the music is well above the average of what many 15-20 year olds (approx) can play. I had to 

audition for a place in the Orchestra so it came as a surprise when I not only received a letter of acceptance, but I found 

myself landing on first flute, playing similar music to the lead flautist and people 3 years older than I am. It was challenging 

to say the least, and I could barely string a bar of notes together as they appeared as a bunch of black splots on the page. 

(This is worrying when you have now been reading music for 8 years!)  

The course during Easter took place at Radley College in Oxfordshire. Apart from playing music for most of the day, we had 

opportunities to relax and have fun with the other members of the Orchestra who come from all over the country. It was 

great to be part of a warm atmosphere, with other people who have the same enthusiasm towards music as you have. 

During the Easter we were conducted by Dr Mathew George, a great American conductor who was able to communicate 

his own enthusiasm, joy and love of music to the whole orchestra.  

At the end of the week, we had two concerts, the first of which was at the Birmingham CBSO centre and the second at the 

Royal Academy of Music in London. It was an amazing feeling to be part of such a powerful orchestra and rich sound.  

By the end of the course I had learnt a lot more than I had originally anticipated, and I was finally able to play the majority 

of the music. It was a great laugh; I have made friends which I’m sure I’ll keep in touch with for many years to come. The 

experience was well worthwhile and I would recommend it to anyone who asks. Give it a go. I’m sure you’ll enjoy it as 

much as I did.
